As you may know, the Upsilon Nu Chapter, Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Incorporated formed a Virginia not-for-profit foundation in 1999.  In July 2000, the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) granted the Upsilon Nu Scholarship and Social Action Foundation, Incorporated 501 (c) (3) status as a charitable organization.

Since that time, the foundation has worked with Upsilon Nu Chapter to provide funding for a number of scholarship and civic activities including support to graduating seniors from Richmond-area high schools, Thanksgiving and Christmas food baskets for deserving families, support to youth athletic teams and funding for the fraternity’s annual Talent Hunt competition.  Funds for these activities have been raised primarily through a portion of membership dues, and historically, an annual golf tournament and the Delta-Omega Scholarship Ball.  The golf tournament was a joint effort between Upsilon Nu and Phi Phi Chapters and the ball was a joint effort between Upsilon Nu and the Chesterfield Alumnae Chapter, Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc.  In the ten years of our existence, the foundation has raised and distributed more than $178,000.00 toward the causes listed above.  This year alone, the foundation awarded $10,000.00 in scholarships to five Richmond-area graduates.

Since the Board of Directors of the Upsilon Nu Scholarship and Social Action Foundation, Inc. received notice of permanent 501 (c) (3) status from the IRS, we have held periodic fund raising campaigns.  We receive more requests for assistance than we can fund each year but we believe we should be able to assist more individuals and just, charitable causes.

Our fund drive will extend to May1, 2010.  Our annual scholarship awards are usually made before the school year ends but requests for assistance with other causes are received throughout the year.  We are asking that you help us by donating at least $100.00.  The enclosed brochure will provide you with additional information about the foundation and how to submit your tax deductible donation.  You should consult your tax advisor regarding the deduction as well.  If you cannot give $100.00, please give what you can.  Any support you can provide will be appreciated.
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We hope to make this an annual effort and our giving back to the community a tradition of great pride.
